
Rabbi Abraham Cooper, the Associate Dean of the Simon Wiesenthal Center, 
will give an address about the center’s latest work with the Digital Terrorism 
& Hate Project.  He will highlight the many challenges that digital terrorism 
and hate pose to law enforcement agencies, the media, scholars, activists and 
governments worldwide.  The Project has identified over 12,500 problematic hate 
and terrorist websites, hate games and other Internet postings and distributes 
an annual report on them to government officials and various agencies.

For three decades, Rabbi Cooper has overseen the Wiesenthal Center’s international 
social action agenda ranging from worldwide anti-Semitism and extremist 
groups to interfaith relations. Rabbi Cooper regularly meets with world leaders, 
including Pope Benedict XVI, presidents and foreign ministers to defend the rights 
of Jewish people, combat terrorism and promote intergroup relations.
